Prologue & Parados: Graphic Organizer for Active Reading
Theme – Conscience vs. Authority: The conflict between Antigone and Ismene in the Prologue is a universal one – individual conscience at odds with established authority.  Antigone is prepared to to act according to what she believes is “right,” while Ismene argues in favor of established law.  Each character represents one side of the argument. On the right side of the diagram, list three arguments Ismene uses to persuade Antigone that Polyneices must remain unburied.
