Scene 3 – Ode 3: Graphic Organizer for Active Reading
Figurative Language: imaginatively describes one thing in terms of another.  It is not meant to be taken literally.  For example, Haimon says that his father is “in a public brawl with justice.”  He does not mean that Creon and some person named Justice are physically fighting.  He uses the word “brawl” figuratively to create a picture of Creon’s actions.
