Apartheid = The government of the white minority restricted the rights of blacks and persons of Indian or mixed descent. In 1948 the South African government adopted apartheid policies which excluded the black majority from nearly all aspects of political, economic and social life. When blacks began to resist apartheid, beginning in the late 1950s, the South African government responded with repressive and often brutal police tactics.  Apartheid ended in 1994 with pressure from outside organizations and armed resistance from within the country itself.
